1. recrimination:  a bitter retort; a charge against an accuser.

2. officious:  volunteering one’s services where they are neither asked for nor needed; meddlesome.

3. ebullience:  the quality of lively or enthusiastic expression of thoughts or feelings; exuberance.

4. inscrutable:  not readily interrupted; mysterious; hard to grasp

5. vicissitudes:  fluctuations of states or conditions; natural changes or mutations visible in nature or human affairs.

6. incredulous:  disbelieving; skeptical

7. contrite:  expressing remorse for one’s sins or shortcomings

8. baffled:  defeated by confusion or puzzlement; frustrated; disconcerted

9. blatant: completely obvious, conspicuous, or obtrusive

10. preposterous:  contrary to nature, reason, or common sense; absurd

11. impalpable:  incapable of being felt by touch; intangible

12. myriad:  an immense number; from the Greek, ten thousand.
